	· Teams are made up of 5 or 6 students (9 teams).

· There will be 4 courts set up in the gym.

· 4 games played at once (8 teams playing, 9th team will be officiating).

· After 10 minutes of play, I will blow the whistle.  Students will sit down on their court and I will ask for the winner of that round.

· I will then tell teams what court they will be going to next (everyone stays seated, until I get through all of the teams.
	· Make sure the floor is clear of all extra volleyballs and debris.

· Encourage communication, to avoid collisions.

· Roll the ball under the net, when giving the ball to the other team.

· Make sure all balls are inflated to the appropriate level.
	Checking for Understanding:

- Ask students if a block counts as a hit.

- Visually observe officials. Are they using the proper signals?
